Public Comment

5.2 Outreach and Marketing campaign – The July Fund Condition shows that a little over $12,000 was spent.  These amounts represent media purchases from the 2006/2007 fiscal year; which was paid in this FY. The media purchased was traffic sponsorship 15 sec spots on KSSJ, KDND & KSTE.  Staff reports a very positive response including some customers calling and coming in just as a result of these spots.  Our morning news flight has just ended on 7/29 and will begin again on 8/13 – 9/16.  This new flight has a rotation of 3 spots with the tag line “The Answers are Coming”.  These were developed to create a buzz utilizing interesting architectural features and law library services such as meeting room rentals, typewriters, providing free public access to legal information.  The “reveal” runs from 8/31-9-16 we will be off the air through political and revisit at the January meeting. 
Free publicity: The Sacramento Bee will carry an article on us in the Scene section and Channel 10 is doing a segment on their California Postcard show which will air either on the last Friday in August @ 6pm or the first Friday in September at 6pm.  California Postcard will feature the history of the building and how we are recreating it in this wonder facility.
